SOLEB

A) The second proofs of Soleb I have been almost completely
checked, as well as the Tirst group of the third proofs.

B) The skeleton of the dog of the New Kingdom's tomb, T 31,
has been drawn in situ and removed.

The bones of the dog, as well as some human skulls
coming from the necropoles, have all been consolidated,
with a view to transport them for examination by experts.

C) The exploration on the surface of the intermediate
cenetery has been carried on. The number of its little and
poor graves seems to run on almost to six hundred.

SEDEINGA

We have started and almost completed the checking of the
"fac-similés" of the lMeroitic inscriptions.

We have also begun to take the photographs of the
objects and inscribed blocks.

The report on this season's excavations and its
summary in English -— for their publication in Kush XIV ——
will be prepared during the coming days.
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The mission will leave Soleb on Friday the 9th of April.

The excavation at Sedeinga and the reading of the
proofs of Soleb I have taken us much more time than we
thought. The result is that the drawings of the decoration
and inscriptions of Soleb temple have not even been resumed
during this season. Altogether, the work which must be
completed at Soleb, for the publication of the remaining
five volumes, is still a very heavy burden on our shoulders.
